ELECTION RESULTS: Kennedy declared his [plans for running for president in 1960 
and was also nominated by the democrat party as a candidate for president in 1960. 
Kennedy debated with Richard Nixon and appeared to hold much more composure then 
Nixon. on January 20, 1961 Kennedy was sworn in as the 35Th president of the united 
states.

   - Kennedy signed the limited or partial test ban treaty, which prohibited testing on the  
     ground in the atmosphere, or underwater, but did not prohibit testing underground.
